Life or Abortion

“We proudly stand for families and Life. We believe that the 14th Amendment to the 
Constitution of the United States guarantees that no person can be denied Life or Liber-
ty without Due Process, and that the States are, therefore, free to pass Laws protecting 
those Rights.

We will keep men out of women’s sports, ban Taxpayer funding for sex change surgeries, 
stop Taxpayer-funded Schools from promoting gender transition, and reverse Biden’s 
[rewrite] of Title IX Education Regulations. Republicans will promote a Culture that val-
ues the Sanctity of Marriage, the blessings of childhood, the foundational role of fami-
lies. (pg.

Securing the Border 
or a Pathway to 
Citizenship for Illegals

Republicans will …halt all releases of Illegal Aliens into the interior. We will complete 
the Border Wall, shift … Federal Law Enforcement to Immigration Enforcement, and 
use advanced technology to monitor and secure the Border.
